Returning to Work with Vocational Rehabilitation

ACCES-VR, (Adult Career & Continuing Educational Services-Vocational Rehabilitation) was formerly known as VESID.  Vocational rehabilitation services are provided to eligible individuals with disabilities to prepare for work.  Jobs include competitive placement, self-owned businesses, or supported employment on employer sites.  ACCES-VR can also help people with disabilities who are having difficulty keeping their jobs.  

You must be able to work in some capacity to receive services!
ACCES-VR Application Process

1. Call the Buffalo ACCES Office @ 716-848-8001 to schedule an orientation session.
2. Attend the orientation and complete the application.

3. Have a medical professional complete the health report to verify disability.

4. Submit completed medical form and application to ACCES.
